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Jim Henry founded the programs with the vision of getting involved with the patient and the care-giver early on with their challenge with illness to help minimize the negatives in their lives and maximize the positive.
Getting together with folks that have walked the walk already puts you at an automatic advantage; there is wisdom and support to gain from their experiences.

A typical meeting may go like this, with pray and introduction, the mention of a topic and then discussion about said topic, one night it was trust, another we spoke of fear, last week was about health choices, we rap up with prayer requests, and pray.

A night like that potentially offers each one attending a chance to learn, a chance to teach, time to get to know each other better, an opportunity to laugh or to make someone else laugh, and opportunity to share someone else’s burden, as a result lighten their load, or perhaps lighten your own load. 
It’s all good.

Life Givers gives provides my husband and I with a format for working through the new challenges that came into our life with this life threatening diagnosis from both his perspective and mine, and at the same time it hooks us into a support system that is there when ever we need it, it helps me to ask the question “how am I doing?” and that’s a question I ask often.

Emily Barns writes a page in her book “A journey through cancer” titled “Gods truth for your relationships” and I’ll just read a few of the bullet on that page:


You are never intended to go through hard times alone.

Every moment of your life in sickness or in health you have the choice to withdraw into self or to reach out to others.

Your ultimate sores for love and support is the Lord, and you can trust him to provide the human support you might need.
